What is The College of Chiropractors for?

The College of Chiropractors is an academic membership body that was established in order to:
· promote the art, science and practice of chiropractic;
· maintain standards in the practice of chiropractic for the benefit of the public;
· promote awareness and understanding of chiropractic amongst medical practitioners, other healthcare professionals and the public;
· educate and train practitioners in the art, science and practice of chiropractic;
· advance the study and research into chiropractic.
The College runs the established ‘PRT’ postgraduate training scheme and the largest national programme of CPD events for chiropractors via its unique ‘regional faculty’ infrastructure. Membership of the College of Chiropractors demonstrates to patients, the public and your fellow healthcare professionals that you are committed to high standards of postgraduate training and continuing professional development (CPD). 
Why should I join the College of Chiropractors?

Members of the College have always firmly embraced postgraduate training and Continuing Professional Development (CPD), pre-empting any statutory requirement. This provides an important message to society. Being part of the College demonstrates an active commitment and contribution to the College’s charitable objectives and gives chiropractors a voice, via regional and/or specialist faculty representation, in the ongoing development of the UK profession’s largest academic membership organisation. Since its incorporation in 1999, the College has worked with an eminent Advisory Board which is supporting the College in its aim to achieve a Royal Charter to bring further recognition and respect to the profession. Wide involvement of chiropractors in the College assists in the achievement of this goal, helping to signal chiropractic’s parity with the mainstream healthcare professions.
How do I progress beyond Student Membership?

Graduates who enrol on the College of Chiropractors PRT postgraduate training scheme become Provisional Members of the College. Provisional members work in normal professional clinical settings but have regular contact with more experienced colleagues who act as trainers/mentors. The overarching aim is a smooth transition from the undergraduate setting to autonomous professional practice in the clinical setting. Successful completion of PRT is the first step to Full Membership and so is known as ‘Part 1.’ Those who have achieved Part 1 are admitted as Associate Members. Full Membership is then reached through the achievement of 60 M-level credits or equivalent (‘Part 2’). 
Fellows of the College are experienced chiropractors who have achieved a postgraduate Master’s level qualification or equivalent. Supplemental membership levels are open to those with particular clinical expertise and qualifications.
